Artist-in-Residence Program & Visiting Artist Program

The Armory Art Center (AAC) is a not-for-profit community-based visual arts education and exhibition center providing opportunities for individual growth, self expression, increased awareness and appreciation of the arts through participation in studio art classes, exhibitions, lectures and other educational programs. The Center seeks to educate, enrich and engage a diverse population through the “experience of art”.

The Armory Art Center in Palm Beach County, Florida is seeking a recent or mature MFA graduate jewelry/metalsmith or fused glass artist for a residency position in the Jewelry/Metals/Glass Department.  Responsibilities and stipend depend on term of residency, which can range from 8 months up to a year.  Resident will be scheduled to teach up to three 3-hour classes a week.  Exact classes will be determined by the Resident and Department Chair. Demonstrations during class are encouraged. Resident will give a lecture on their work and influences.  Resident may give an additional workshop. On campus studio and monthly stipend provided.  Resident group exhibition will be during year of residency.

Stipend will be $6,200.00 plus compensation for teaching classes.

The Armory’s Jewelry/Metals/Glass studios are over 1400 square feet and well equipped. Included are….
-3 glass fusing kilns

-wet grinders, belt sanders, etc.

-3 enameling kilns

-2 rolling mills

-20 ton hydraulic press

-English wheel

-pneumatic planishing hammer

-selection of raising and forming stakes

-2 metal shears (1 with rollers and metal break)

-all of the standard hand tools for metalsmithing and glass

Mission of Program:

Program Administration: 
The selection and scheduling of the AIR/VA Program will be under the direction and coordination of the Executive Director, Director of Programming and the Studio Department Chair.  Once the program is established, the AIR/VA participant will report directly to the Studio Department Chair.  Funding of each residency is dependent upon assistance through grants, sponsorships and donations.
Program Parameters:  

· Each residency must be related to AAC’s programs.
· Artists involved in residencies may be of local, regional, national or international stature and be a U.S. Citizen or a U.S. Permanent Resident.
· During the period of a residency the artist will have use of the studio to use as their primary workplace.  In addition to studio space, the artist will receive a monthly stipend for expenses depending on the scope and parameters of the residency.  The artist will provide his/her own supplies for works in progress.

· Artists must agree to commit for the entire period of the proposed residency once accepted into the program.  Failure to do so forfeits the use of studio space, AAC’s facilities any remaining stipend received by the artist from the AAC for the program.

· Each residency must include a significant element of visitor contact with the artist.  Priority will be given to residencies which include opportunities for the public to actively engage in the work of the artist.

· Each artist must be available to the AAC for program assistance and to the public at specified periods throughout the residency. 

· Artists will have the opportunity to teach classes in their studio area during the scope of the residency under separate compensation for this service.

· Artists are responsible for securing their own living arrangements and transportation during the residency period.

Artist-in-Residence Responsibilities:

· Artists will be responsible for keeping facilities and equipment clean for others’ use and undertake regular maintenance and organizational tasks necessary for upkeep and communal studio use (average of 10-20 hours a week).
· Artists will have regular communication with the chair of their studio department to assess progress of body of work.

· Artist should show a willingness to conduct demonstrations and/or participate in AAC programming.
· Artists will be responsible for maintaining the studio in a safe and reasonably tidy manner throughout the residency and will not make any alterations to the space without permission.

· Artists must leave the studio in the state in which the studio was found and remove all belongings at the end of the residency.
